My service unit had their annual Spring Camp last weekend and as

promised here were our activities.  This was cabin camping with a dining

hall.  We had 191 campers from 1st year Brownies to Adults attend.

Each rotation was for 30 min.

Little Mermaid:  blank white picture frames purchased from S&S which the

girls decorated with colored sand and sea shells.  The girls posed with

a cut out of either Ariel or Beauty & the Beast dancing - which ever

they chose and we took polaroid pictures of them which were placed in

the frames.  (we had to cut backs from cardboard to complete the frame).

Flubber:  We used the Elmer's glue and Borax recipe.  This workshop

caused the most headaches for us, but was the camp favorite.  Based on

the amount of ingredients needed for a single serving of flubber, we

calculated that we needed 7 GALLONS of Elmers.  The leader responsible

for this workshop had had personal problems and was not able to get

things together in time for camp, so I had to run around trying to find

7 gallons of Elmers when I should have been packing.  BTW the best place

to get it is at your large hardware stores such as Lowe's, OSH, or Home

Depot (I went to them all and wiped out their supplies!!)  The Cadettes

running the workshop ended up cutting the recipe 3 times and I came home

with 4 gallons ~ BIG SIGH.

Aside from that, after the girls made their flubber, they played relay

games with it such as passing it from player to player under chins with

out using hands.  The team to finish first had to run and toss it in a

basketball hoop.

Beauty & the Beast:  We try to have one cooking workshop at our camp and

we used this one as it.  At first we wanted to make scones or something

using a box oven.  But we decided on a cake decorating theme.  The girls

made mice out of Twinkies using lolly pops for ears, red vine licorice

for tails and cake icing, M&M's, chocolate chips for decorating their

mice.  These were later served as  after camp fire snack.

Tinkerbell Central:  We used the "fairy dust necklace" idea for this

workshop but with a Tinkerbell twist.  The girls were asked to write a

wish on a small piece of paper, then pluck a shamrock from  shamrock

garland for Leprechaun luck and wrap it in the paper.  Then the other

ingredients went into the tiny baggie.  The girls also made crowns from

the shamrock garland with streamers.  This was another favorite!  I

can't remember all that went into this one, but if you're interested,

let me know and I'll find out.

Mary Poppins:  We used the theme "Feed the Birds" and made bird feeders.

The workshop leader used recycled milk cartons from the school cafeteria

and made cutting lines for the girls to cut the openings on two sides.

Her husband gave her labels from work that fit perfectly on the sides

that were not cut, which the girls were able to decorate using Sharpies.

They made roofs from 3x5 index cards and each had a small dowel to use

for a perch.  We gave the leaders a baggie of bird seed for each girl to

give to them when they got home.

Mulan:  We purchased the Fireworks Fans from S&S and was perhaps the

worst workshop at the camp.  It was too easy, to quick and the fans

didn't work right.  But we needed another workstation and this is the

only thing we could come up with in a hurry.

Each troop had 2 free times - one in the morning and one in the

afternoon which the troops really appreciated.

We asked each troop to represent a Disney movie and prepare a skit or

perform a song from that movie.  Some of them were really quite good and

the girls really enjoyed it.

Sat. night dinner was from Lady and the Tramp.  The cooks served

spaghetti and meat balls and went way out of their way to decorate the

dining hall.  The tables had red & white checkered paper table cloths,

they made an arbor of grape vines (plastic) that the girls had to pass

through to enter the dining hall.  On each table was an empty wine

bottle decorated with paint to look like wax drippings with an unlit

candle in each one.  The dining hall has tiny white lights in the

rafters which were turned on before the girls came in.  There were so

many ooohs and aaahs from girls and adults alike.

Our workshops were staffed with Cadette and Seniors.  This year we were

very fortunate to have 34 older girls with us.  Ususally, we only have

one or two small troops and by the end of Saturday, these girls are worn

out.  By having so many, we were able to rotate them around and they

were able to do all the workshops as well.

Well, that's about it, except to say that this camp was perhaps the most

fun and the easiest one to plan.  We had so many great ideas that it was

difficult to decide which ones to keep and which ones we couldn't do.

Everyone had a great time.

My friend finally found the time to write up and print off her troop's

Tinkerbell Central workshop that they did for our Camp Disney.  I

promised several people on the list that I would post it just in case

anyone else was interested.  It was adapted from another lister which

Sandy Coy was kind enough to include in her website as a Thinking Day

craft for Ireland.  This is from my friend Rose Kukla who is also our

council president.  Those of you who will be attending the National

Convention will get a chance to meet her.  This workshop was a camp

favorite on the evaluations.

"Fairy Dust Necklaces

Tinkerbell, herself came to our Senior girls to share the secret of

making fairy dust and provided us with the precious fairy stones.  Now

the fairy stones have to be kept in a locked box (a wood jewelry box)

lined in gold (gold tissue paper).  The box can be opened for just a few

seconds at a time otherwise Captain Hook will be able to locate the

precious gems and will come to steal all the fairy stones. ...And who

knows what evil could happen if Captain Hook were to get hold of the

powerful fairy stones...

In addition to fairy stones, there are other ingredients necessary to

create magical fairy dust.  Here follows the recipe as told to us by

Tinkerbell:

1.  On special wishing paper, each girl must write a wish, happy thought

or a special dream, and tell no one what is written on her paper.

2.  Then, each girl picks a tiny shamrock or clover from the special

tree.  The shamrock or Leprechaun Luck is folded inside the wish.  The

wish needs to be folded up as small as possible.

3.  Each girl is then given a special bag to hold her fairy dust.  In

goes her wish and then she chooses a fairy stone from the locked box.

4.  Now the 5 secret ingredients are next:  one fairy's heart, one

butterfly, one golden fairy crown, a pinch of love and a pinch of

stardust.  Put the items in small gold foil cups on a gold platter -

items can be found at a party store.

5.  Finally, 7 fairy scoops (use the tiny taster spoons from an ice

cream shop) of powder.  Put the powder in pretty bowls, set on a gold

platter.  Close the bag tight and shake 3 times.

6.  Put ribbon through the hole in pouch so fairy dust can be worn

around the neck.

Ingredients:  All items can be purchased at Michael's or a similar

craft/party store.

Wishing Paper - Use special paper, parchment or photo album papers cut

2" x 4".

Leprechaun Luck - Use shamrock wrapped wire or garland (available at

craft/card stores especially around St. Patrick's day.)

Special Bag - Use small plastic jewelry bags, 2" x 3" with self seal

top; each should be punched in the center, above the seal.

Fairy Stone - Use glass stone, any color, such as the flat marbles used

in flower vases

Fairy's Heart - In heart shaped confetti, the larger of the two hearts

Butterfly - Shiny butterfly bead because butterflies are the wings of

the fairy and it gives the dust the magic of flight.

Fairy's Crown - Disney Princess confetti has tiny circles of paper with

a gold crown on each piece.  Can also use any gold confetti as a

substitute.

Love - of the heart shaped confetti, the smaller of the two heart sizes

Stardust - Star shaped confetti because fairies are most alive under a

bright night sky

Powder - Mix 12 oz of white or clear glitter with 4 oz of gold glitter.

Ribbon - curling ribbon works fine or can use cloth ribbon to make the

bag into a necklace.

Also Need: 1/8" hole punch, special container for the fairy stones, gold

platters, small foil gold cups, scissors to cut the ribbon, pens or

pencils to write a wish or dream.  If you cannot find the exact item or

confetti, be creative.  Why not use a music note instead of a Fairy's

Crown to represent the music of nature or the music of the fairy world?

Now, during the workshop the Senior girls used their imagination and

creativity in telling the younger girls stories about Captain Hook and

the fairy stones, how Tinkerbell will come back for the leftover stones

(when asked what happens to them), that they have to be handled

carefully...etc.  In fact, one group of Brownies got so carried away

that they thought Captain Hook was around every corner, ready to snatch

the fairy dust necklace right out from under each girl.  The fairy dust

necklaces are safe as long as you are wearing them, but leave them lying

around, Captain Hook might come by and steal the fairy stone.  One

little girl left her necklace on her bed in the cabin and nearly drove

the leader crazy worrying about it.  That same troop decided that

anything red must have come from Captain Hook because he wears a red

jacket, so girls were unwilling to wear red sweater, jackets, etc.

Bottom line - be careful out there, this fairy dust stuff is mighty

powerful!!"
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
