Kenneth Trevor Brawner, who distimuished himself in the United
States Armg in World War Il, died on March 19, 1966 at thgeaf 55 in a
hosoital in Norwalk, lowa. Born November 21, 1910 in Bethnd,
Mississppi, Kenneth was the fifth and last child of lowala@nes Brawner
(1880-1969) andVvalderene Weimer (1881-1911) andgrandson of
Samuel Brawner (1849-1920) andHarriet Ferrebee (1860-1918). After
Valderene (Kenneth's mother) died in Misspgsiin 1911, Kenneth's
father, James, brdht his five children back to lowa, where he and his 13
wife had famiy, to seek hal in raisirg the children. Valderenelsarents,
Joseph Weimerand Louisa Wilcox, agreed to raise Kenneth. Thg
Weimers and Kenneth moved to California.

On Setember 16, 1942, Kenneth enlisted in the yahFt. MacArthur,
California. He served as an pilane Maintenance Technician and wa
qualified as a Carbine Marksman, reacHimegrade of Technical Sgeant
in the 70th Fghter Suadron. Heparticipated in air combat in severa
battles and capaigns in the Asiatic Pacific. Kenneth received sevel
decorations and citations, includithe American Capaign Medal, the
Asiatic Pacific Campaign Medal, the Phippine Liberation Ribbon with a
Bronze Star, the Good Conduct Medal, the Diplished Unit Bade and a
World War Il Victory Medal. He was honorapldischaged on 15
December 1945.

After leavimg the Arny, Kenneth marriedEva Mae Dunnon 28 June
1946. The cople had two daghters,Marsha Lea andBarbara. The
family spent the last sixteeyears of his life in Norwalk, lowa, outside De
Moines. Kenneth's civilian career was as a machinist, and he was o
at Western Gear Works in Norwalk at the time of his death. Kenn
erjoyed drawig, at which he was vgtalented.

In addition to his wife and dghters, Kenneth was survived this
father, James, of Cedar fiRds, IA; three sisters and a brother.
