Formation of Hilltop High School Dollars for Scholars (HHSDFS) was announced at the school’s annual Open House on October 15 by Hilltop High School principal Jerry Rindone and HHSDFS president David W. Krogh.  An organizational meeting will take place on November 14.
The objective of HHSDFS is to raise funds and award scholarships for graduating seniors of Hilltop High School.  HHSDFS is a local chapter of California Dollars for Scholars (CADFS) and the national Citizen’s Scholarship Foundation of America (CSFA.)  

HHSDFS is the newest Dollars for Scholars chapter in San Diego County, and the second chapter established within the Sweetwater Union High School District in the past two years. Last year, Castle Park High School Alumni Dollars for Scholars was formed, and raised funds and awarded scholarships to six students totaling $5,000.  This year HHSDFS hopes to emulate their success.
HHSDFS was founded a Hilltop parent, David W. Krogh, and several fellow community members. Krogh is an employee of Cubic Corporation. He explained, “We want to help young people achieve their full potential. By helping them to accomplish their college goals, we can make a difference.  We are inviting the community to join us in this endeavor. CSFA’s support provides us a quick start this year, as well as official non-profit organization status; that way our supporters’ donations are tax-deductible. By participating with and supporting HHSDFS, we can together enjoy the satisfaction of making a difference.”  
 “The Dollars for Scholars ’Collegiate Partners’ program will ensure that our scholarships will receive preferred treatment when recipients attend a Collegiate Partner school,” he added.  There are many Collegiate Partner schools around the country.  Local Collegiate Partners include UCSD, SDSU, Cal State San Marcos, USD, and Point Loma University.
HHSDFS board members include Kathleen Rahilly, Hilltop High School scholarship counselor, well-known retired teacher Sheila LeCompte, Richard Grube, and Krogh. 
Hilltop High School principal Jerry Rindone commented, ”Hilltop High School desires to be part of the Dollars for Scholars program and believes many of our students will benefit from this program.  Our school motto is ‘At Hilltop the Focus is Academics.’  Participating in this scholarship program will enhance the opportunity of many Hilltop students to receive scholarships for their academic achievements.”
