The objective of NSSWPL is to introduce the sport of water polo to pre-high school boy and girl swimmers between the ages of 8 - 14 years old in the western suburbs of Chicago. The League will coordinate summer conference games and direct the Annual Naperville City Championship series for both an 11&U Coed, 14&U Boy/Coed and 14&U Girl Divisions. The League Coordinators and Executive Committee shall focus on the development and instruction of players, coaches, parents, referees and administrators in the fundamentals of water polo. Teams will represent various Naperville/Aurora Subdivision Pools. Information updates and correspondence shall be communicated via the Web Site. Athletes must be registered with the American Water Polo Assoc. for Tournament eligibility and insurance purposes.

Other Area Program Offerings:

The NSSWPL is structured around the subdivision swim programs participating in the NPD swim conference. The NSSWPL’s objective is to promote friendly water polo competitions amongst neighborhood athletes representing their local subdivision pools. Please encourage your local subdivision pools to begin this team oriented ball-sport that compliments the objective sought by local swim and aquatic curriculum. If you are interested in beginning a program or aligning with one, please contact the League coordinator for guidance and support.   
NSSWPL: For Athletes not belonging to a subdivision pool or for pools not offering a youth water polo program, the Naperville Park District offers youth water polo instruction year-round. Registration is available online at www.napervilleparks.org. Sessions are offered in the evenings at NNHS (Mon & Wed), NCHS (Fri.) and NVHS (Sun) throughout the year. Athletes participating in this program are eligible to compete in the NSSWPL as the NPD Beach Team. 
TRAVEL: For athletes, coaches, referees and parents interested in advanced water polo instruction and greater competitive challenges, area Clubs offer the next level of programming. Age Group, High School and Open Level athletes are encouraged to join area Club programs that compete in American Water Polo and USWP Tournaments locally, regionally and nationally throughout the year. RULES AND REGULATIONS: 

TEAMS:

Teams will consist of coed boys and girls that have not yet entered high school. Age group athletes will compete in three divisions: 14 & Under Boys/Coed, 14 & Under Girls, and 11 & Under Coed Divisions. Teams should be comprised of athletes from their own pool membership and mirror teams represented in the NPD Swim Conference. Combination with one other Pool is possible with League permission. Recruiting selective athletes is not allowed and strongly discouraged. U11 athletes may be allowed to play in U14 division at coach's discretion but no 12 & older will be allowed to play in U11 Division. Eligible U11 athletes must be under 11 yrs old before 5/31/07 (mirrors the NPD Swim Conference). Eligible U14 athletes must be 14 yrs old or under as of 1/1/07 (8th grade summer, prior to the start of high school). Any exceptions must be petitioned to the NSSWPL Coordinators. 

PLAYING RULES:

We will follow all current USWP rules (see www.usawaterpolo.com) with the following exceptions:

a. U14 Quarters will be 5 minutes in length (stop/start).

b. U11 Quarters will be 5 min. running time with stop/start in the last minute of each quarter.

c. Each team will be allowed two (2) timeout per game. One (1) in overtime.

d. No goggles or jewelry / bands will be allowed during competitions

e. Overtime will be used only during Championship games. 2 x 2 minute periods, followed by a sudden-victory period (a coin flip to be “called” by the visiting team shall determine defensive zones).

f. Forfeits will result if ineligible players are used. 

g. Any Brutality or Unsportsmanlike foul is cause for expulsion from League play and the Championship series.

h. All scores are final. The referee authority in each game is final.


LEAGUE RULES:

1. Each Team will play a minimum of five (5) Conference Games against different Teams in the League to secure seeding in the Championship series.  If more than one game is scheduled against a Team, the coaches must decide which game counts as the Conference qualifier. Teams can schedule games at a site as mutually agreed. Team games schedules and game results should be forwarded to League Coordinator when available. Game results will be posted on web site. 


2. The League will attempt to secure additional pool time at the area high schools. Dates will be made available via the web site and equitably shared amongst the programs. Priority will be given to Conference game qualifiers and start-up programs lacking pool time. The home team (blue caps and listed second in the schedule) is required to report the results of the contest immediately to the League Coordinator. Once posted on web site, results become final one week thereafter.   

3. The 9th Annual "Naperville City" Championship series will be held during July and coordinated by the NSSWPL and elected host Team. For 2007, the 14U Boys, Girls and Coed Championships (hosted by Saybrook) will take place during the week of July 16th at WVHS from 5 – 10 pm.  The 11U Cup (hosted by Cress Creek CC) will be held Sunday, July 15th at Cress Creek Country Club. Awards for the top three places for the U14 and U11 divisions shall be provided. Single or double elimination will be determined based upon number of teams and pool availability. Coaches shall select an All-League Team at the conclusion of both Championships. Championship entry fees and tournament budgets shall be determined by the Tournament Directors with approval by the League Coordinators at a pre-Championship coaches meeting.

4. During tournament play, no individual player will be eligible to play for more than one team, regardless of division.

5. Teams are responsible for their own practice balls and game caps. The home pool is responsible for the game balls and running the table. All U14 and U11 Conference games shall have two referees per contest. Each team will supply one referee for four quarters. The teams must mutually agree on the services of two objective Referees (parents, administrators, or assistant coaches). Absent mutual consent, the teams must select a Referee from a list of eligible officials that have been certified by the League and posted on the web site. Any Referee fees shall be predetermined and paid by the participating teams. The League will secure the services of officials during the "Naperville City Championships”. 

6. Each team shall be required to have all athletes registered with American Water Polo. American Water Polo will cover the insurance for each player, coaches, teams and league. The NSSWPL will continue to administer the NSSWPL with oversight provided by the AWP. Proof of AWP registration will be required for each athlete competing in the League. AWP insurance shall be secured with Francis Dean & Associates (ph 630-665-7011). Athletes must submit copies of the NSSWPL Waiver Form available on web site prior to competing in their Teams' first Conference game or practice. Valid Waiver forms shall determine eligibility for Conference play and the Championship tournaments. 
7. The success of the League requires the mutual respect amongst all the participants, including coaches, parents, administrators and Board members.  Each team will be held responsible for its actions and the actions of its parents/fans at all League venues. Failure to respect property and person may result in the exclusion from future League participation as determined by the Executive Committee.

2007 Championship Tournament Rules

General

All games will start at the scheduled times.  Warm-up time will depend on the tournament staying on schedule.  At Cress Creek, swimmers MUST stay away from the country club’s main pool.  At Waubonsie Valley, teams may share the small lesson pool.  You must bring your own balls for warm-up.  Please have your teams lined up on the wall for a prompt start.

Teams on the top half of a bracket will wear blue as the home team.

U14 Girls

· 5 minute quarters stopping for goals and timeouts

· Two timeouts per game

· Overtime will consist of two 2 minute halves

· If an additional overtime is required, we play sudden victory with a coin flip to choose sides

· Plaques and individual awards will be given to 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place teams
